Albert John Brown lived his whole life in the small village of Castledowns etc He started work in his father’s watchmakers shop when he was 24 years old. He took over the business after his father died of a stroke 4 years later.
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He married Sarah Ann Beachly when he was 21 years old. Sarah had lived next door to him all her life. They had 6 children. 5 girls and one boy, Fred Brown. Fred also became a watch maker.

It seems the girls all married local boys which was obviously unusual even then because the local newspaper got them all together for a photograph

His son Fred, became the local Mayor and stayed in office for eleven years.

Ellie Brown was the first female headmistress at the local school. She too had her photograph in the local newspaper when the pupils presented her with a large bunch of flowers when she retire in 1898.

The whole family are buried in the local Church of England in one very large plot.

Their presence is still felt in the local community with the most common name in the village being Brown!
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
